Required level of
language proficiency

Students may pursue courses in French and/or
English. The language level requirement

depends on the Faculty:
I I Students with at least a B1level in French
may pursue regular French taught courses
(B2 level is required at the Faculty of Law,
School of Journalism and Communication, and the
IAE Aix Graduate School of Management).

Evidence of French proficiency is highly
recommended (TCF, DELF, DALF).

For some countries, a language certificate
is required for immigration purposes.

SN Students with at least B2 level in English
»&lIeX may pursue regular courses taught in

English. C1level in English is required at
the Faculty of Arts and Humanities and TOEFL iBT
85 or IELTS 6.0 at the IAE Aix Graduate School of
Management (with a possibility of individual
interview if needed). A B1level in French is
required at the Faculty of Law and Faculty of Arts
and Humanities to pursue courses taughtin
English.

Evidence of English proficiency is highly
recommended (TOEFL, TOEIC, IELTS).

SUL (university language center)

FLE-AMU french classes open free
of charge to exchange students

Students can follow up to 30 hours of French courses,
spread over 10 weeks (each semester). These classes are
subject to availability and students may qualify for 4 ECTS.
To do so, they are required to include «<FLE-AMU» courses
in their Learning Agreement and to follow 9 additional
hours of online self learning.
